OLD BUSINESS
Loader.  Motion carried to accept the bid submitted by “gardenirrig” on Municibid in the amount of $26,001.  RCV:  Kendall – Yes, Duran – Yes, Curtis – Yes.


Box Spreader #2.  Motion carried to accept the bid submitted by Robert Wiest  on Municibid in the amount of $415.58.  RCV:  Kendall – Yes, Duran – Yes, Curtis – Yes.

Box Spreader #1.  Motion carried to reject the bid submitted by Robert Wiest on Municibid in the amount of $255.  RCV:  Kendall – Yes, Duran – Yes, Curtis – Yes.

Motion carried to relist the box spreader on Municibid with a reserve of $300. The bid will be voted on at the January 4, 2016, meeting.  RCV:  Kendall – Yes, Duran – Yes, Curtis – Yes.

Road Repairs. Chairman Duran presented a road restoration plan for the roads that were damaged by National Fuel this year.  Rodger thanked Steve for his work on the plan. No further discussion ensued. 
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NEW BUSINESS 
Adoption of 2016 Budget.  Supervisor Kendall inquired about the purchase of the salt box spreader.  The Manager explained that this expense could be paid out of Liquid Fuels.  Supervisor Duran stated that he does not support the proposed budgeted amount of $425,000 for the building repairs and maintenance. Motion was made by Steve, seconded by Rodger to adopt the budget.  RCV:  Kendall – Yes, Duran – No, Curtis – Yes. .  Motion carried.

Ordinance 2016-1. Motion carried to advertise the proposed tax ordinance for its adoption at the January meeting.  RCV:  Kendall – Yes, Duran – Yes, Curtis – Yes.


Auditor Vacancies. Chairman Duran announced that there are two vacancies for the auditor’s positions. Terms would be until the next general election.  If anyone is interested they are to see the Township Manager. The Reorganization Meeting for the Auditors is on January 5, 2016, at 7 p.m.


Insurance Quotes. Erin presented the insurance quotes to the Board.  The three companies who submitted quotes were:  Northwest, O’Connor, and Higbee.  Motion was made by Duran, seconded by Curtis to accept the bid submitted by Northwest Insurance.  RCV:  Kendall – Yes, Duran – Yes, Curtis – Yes.


Freund Subdivision. Motion carried to approve the subdivision presented by Mr. Tex Freund.  RCV:  Kendall – Yes, Duran – Yes, Curtis – Yes.


Resolution 8-2015. Erin presented Resolution 8-2015 allowing for the destruction of certain township records.  Duran motioned to accept the resolution.  Curtis seconded the motion.  RCV:  Kendall – Yes, Duran – Yes, Curtis – Yes.

Imperial Compressor Station Developer’s Agreement.  Attorney Moore provided an explanation for the need to adopt the standard developer’s agreement for the compressor site. Kendall motioned to adopt the agreement. Curtis seconded the motion.  RCV:  Kendall – Yes, Duran – Yes, Curtis – Yes. 

Imperial Compressor Station Stormwater Management Agreement.  Solicitor Moore gave a brief description of the agreement.  Duran motioned to accept the agreement.  Curtis seconded the motion.  RCV:  Kendall – Yes, Duran – Yes, Curtis – Yes.

Location for Meeting. The Board discussed where to hold the Reorganization Meeting on January 4.  Steve Duran motioned to have the meeting at the Township Building, Regis seconded the motion.  Motion carried.  RCV:  Kendall – Yes, Duran – Yes, Curtis – Yes.


Salt Spreader. Steve explained the necessity to purchase a salt spreader for the Peterbilt truck.  Three quotes were obtained; the lowest quote was for the Elkin at Walsh, $3,960.  Steve opened the matter for public discussion.  No discussion ensued.

Steve made a motion to purchase the Elkin salt spreader from Walsh under the Co-Stars Contract.  Rodger seconded the motion.  Motioned carried.  RCV:  Kendall – Yes, Duran – Yes, Curtis – Yes. 
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 PUBLIC DISCUSSION
George Locchino, Beagle Club Road, questioned the additional cost of insurance. George then informed the Board of a drainage problem on North Branch Road onto Donaldson Road.  

Lloyd Duran, 511 Campbell Road, dismissed rumors that the Township paid to pave his lane.
