Meeting Minutes, November 9, 2015
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CALL TO ORDER
The Robinson Township Board of Supervisors met in regular session on Monday, November 9, 2015, at the Heritage Public Library.  The meeting was called to order at 6 p.m. by Chairman Steve Duran.
PLEDGE & 
Present at the meeting were Supervisors Rodger Kendall and Steve Duran.
ROLL CALL
Manager, Erin Sakalik, and Solicitor Gretchen Moore were also in attendance.  

Erin asked that Mark West be added to the agenda under Other Business.

PUBLIC DISCUSSION
The Chairman asked if anyone wished to speak on agenda items. No discussion ensued.
APPROVAL OF 

Chairman Duran motioned to approve the minutes of the October 12, 2015, 
MINUTES   
township meeting. Kendall seconded the motion. Motion carried.
CORRESPONDENCE
The Board acknowledged the receipt of correspondence.  No discussion ensued. 

BILLS & PAYROLL
Duran motioned to authorize the payment of the bills and payroll for October. Kendall seconded the motion.  Motion carried.  
REPORTS
Fire Report.  The fire departments’ reports are on file.

Police Report.  The manager conveyed that the report is on file. 

Zoning/Code Enforcement Report.  On file.
Manager’s Report.  Mrs. Sakalik provided a verbal report. A written report is on file.
Treasurer’s Report.  Erin gave a verbal Treasurer’s Report. A written report is on file.

Supervisors’ Report.  Supervisor Kendall spoke about the meeting he attended for the Heritage Public Library and also the contractors who are repairing all of the road crossings left by National Fuel.

Solicitor’s Report.  Attorney Moore reported on the developer’s agreement and stormwater maintenance agreements for the Mark West location and Range Resource location.  Gretchen also made reference to their work on the National Fuel road crossing settlement.  
Public Works Report.  Supervisor Duran announced that CNX will be marking roads for base repairs on Donaldson and Beagle Club Road.  The crossings damaged by National Fuel should be completed by the end of the week.  
Motion was made by Duran, seconded by Kendall to accept all reports as given. Motion carried.

OLD BUSINESS
Raccoon Creek Road. The Board members discussed plans for installing drainage pipes along the road. Motion was made by Kendall to approve the Raccoon Creek grant and to front the money for the project until the Township is reimbursed by the Conservation District.  Duran seconded the motion.  Motion carried. 

Interim Supervisor.  Chairman Duran explained that the resignation of Mark Brositz has created a vacancy on the Board.  He acknowledged that four residents have come forward to be considered for the position.  If a decision cannot be made at this meeting, then the Vacancy Board will need to be convened.  

Rodger nominated David Foley for the position of interim supervisor.


Steve asked to take a 10 minute recess to interview Mr. Foley.  Motion carried to recess the meeting.
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Interim Supervisor cont. The meeting was reconvened at 6:40 p.m. Supervisor Duran returned from recess and informed that he could not make a decision. It was decided to schedule a Vacancy Board meeting for Friday, November 13 at 3:30 p.m. The Manager will advertise.
NEW BUSINESS 
Loader.  Motion carried to advertise the loader for sale on Municibid.  RCV:  Kendall – Yes, Duran – Yes.

Box Spreaders.  Motion carried to advertise two box spreaders “as is” on Municibid.  RCV:  Kendall – Yes, Duran – Yes.

Resolution 7-2015. Motion carried to approve Resolution 7-2015; destruction of certain township documents. RCV:  Kendall – Yes, Duran – Yes.

Resolution 8-2015.  Motion carried to approve Resolution 8-2015; approving the PennDOT Highway Transfer Turn Back of 1.067 miles of Beech Hollow Road. RCV:  Kendall – Yes, Duran – Yes.
OTHER BUSINESS
Mark West. Rob McHale was called on to speak about Mark West’s request for extension of hours of operation at the Cibus compressor station on Quicksilver Road.  Mr. McHale explained that the bulk of the earth work is complete; however, they are behind schedule.  Mark West is requesting to work 24 hours per day, seven days a week for the next 90 to 100 days.  The scope of work that would be done is mechanical fabrication, electrical welding and X-ray.  Mr. McHale conveyed that they have received written permission from the only neighbor to that location, the Imperial Land Corporation.  

The solicitor stated that this compressor station is a permitted use in the zoning district.  Our zoning ordinance limits their hours of operation to 6 or 7 a.m. to 10 p.m.  There is an ability to change those hours as long as the adjacent property owners give approval.  A discussion between the Board and Mr. McHale ensued.  


There was no vote on this matter by the Board.  

 PUBLIC DISCUSSION
The Chairman opened the floor for public comment. 
George Locchino asked the Board if Rob McHale could divulge what their plans are for the property Mark West purchased recently in the Township.
Mr. Locchino then complained about the public comment periods on the agenda.  He then inquired about the assets in the township accounts.  
Cathy Lodge asked Rob McHale about their permits. Supervisor Duran directed Ms. Lodge to address her comments to the Board.  

Sandy Ulrich stated that she was at the budget meeting and left at 3:05 p.m. because the meeting did not start on time.

Brenda Vance asked the Board to consider the truck noise when making the decision about extending Mark West’s hours.  

ADJOURNMENT       
With no further business to come before the Board, Supervisor Duran made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Supervisor  Kendall seconded the motion. The meeting was adjourned 7:12 p.m.
