MINUTES
CALL TO ORDER
The Special Meeting of the Board of Supervisors was called to order at 3:40 p.m. by Chairman of the Board, Steve Duran. Everyone rose for the Pledge of Allegiance.
ROLL CALL
Present for the Special Meeting were Chairman Duran, Vice Chairman Kendall, Supervisor Curtis, Manager 
Sakalik and Attorney Moore.


The floor was opened to public discussion on the items to be voted on. No discussion ensued.

NEW BUSINESS
RES.  The Chairman brought before the Board the request from RES for an extension of time for their conditional use permit. Rodger Kendall made the motion to extend the conditional use for one year.  Duran seconded the motion.  RCV:  Duran – Yes, Kendall – Yes, Curtis – Yes.

Adoption of Tentative Budget.  The Manager provided a brief synopsis of the proposed budget; the real estate tax will remain at 15 mills, 12 for general purposes, three mills for fire service. Motion carried to adopt the tentative 2016 budget with formal adoption to take place on December 14.  RCV: Duran – Yes, Kendall – Yes, Curtis – Yes.

Employee Bonus’.  Motion carried to give the four township employees a monetary holiday bonus of $50 each.  RCV:  Duran – Yes, Kendall – Yes, Curtis – Yes.

Washington Road. Motion carried to use a portion of the settlement fund to make repairs to Washington Road using Rommas Paving Company.  RCV:  Duran – Yes, Kendall – Yes, Curtis – Yes.

LGA. Motion carried to approve the expenditure of $900 plus mileage for the two new supervisors to attend the LGA Academy.  ($450 per person)  RCV:  Duran – Yes, Kendall – Yes, Curtis – Yes.

OLD BUSINESS
Raccoon Creek Road. Vice Chairman Kendall explained his concern about the hours for labor that were provided for in the grant for Raccoon Creek Road.  Rodger made a motion to stop work on Raccoon Creek Road until the grant can be reassessed.  Duran informed that he had accounted for extra labor in his calculations and then explained the process involved in applying for the grant.  A discussion ensued about the hours Mr. Duran worked on Raccoon Creek Road.  Supervisor Curtis seconded the motion.  RCV:  Duran – No, Kendall – Yes, Curtis – Yes.  
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OTHER BUSINESS
Golden Triangle.  Supervisor Duran acknowledged the donation of 75 tons of road salt at a value of approximately $4,000 made by Golden Triangle.  


Supervisor Duran asked if there was any other business to come before the Board.  Supervisor Kendall inquired as to why Supervisor Duran was going to work on the roads this evening.  Duran explained that he is tying up loose ends and feels that John and Bernie could use the help. Kendall conveyed that resident complaints should be made to the township office so that it can be handled by the township employees. 

John Campbell stated that residents’ complaints should be addressed to the Manager.


Brenda Vance commented about a previous meeting when township road employees were terminated and the Board offered to assist with  the roads.  She also recalled that Board members were allowed to work 20 hours per week.

Sandy Ulrich asked for clarification about the building repair and maintenance amount that is in the tentative budget.  

Quint Jones asked if the workshops were recorded.  


Solicitor Moore explained that there would be a series of meetings for public input should the Board choose to move forward with a building expansion.

With no further business to be discussed, the meeting adjourned at 4:35 p.m.
